b. Defamation Special Damages: $67,500.00 

c. Defamation General Damages: S15,OOO.OO 

d. Violation of the Fair Credit Reporting Act: $306,500.00 

e. Punitive Damages: $900,000.00 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that Plaintiff, Paul
